Nyoirinji Temple

It is located at the foot of Higashiza
ka slope.

Mitachi Park
A large park along the Yumesaki River.

The wave hill of the Harima Fudoki “Hachijo Rock Mountain and 
the Legend of the Fourteen Hills” . A cemetery park with a total
area of 29.4ha.

The tower houses a relic donated by 
the Indian Prime Minister Nehru, as well as statues of the Shaka
Trinity and the Ten Great Disciples. It is a majesty like no other. 
The gravestones of honorary citizens Katsura Beicho and Kenzo
Takada are located here, and from Toho Tower Square you can 
get a panoramic view of Himeji Castle and the city.   

Semba Betsuin Hontokuji
A dojo was built in “aga-no-ura”
in Harima province by order of
the 8th head of monk of Honga
nji, Rennyo, and then moved to
Kame yama. Following the East-
West split, Hontokuji Temple 
was established here in 1618 as 
the Otani-ha Semba branch 
temple of the Shinshu sect 
during the time of Tadamasa 
Honda, the lord of Himeji Castle.
There are many things to see,
including the 17-ken main hall,
the Meji Emperor temporary 
stayed, the Seinan War and l
oyal patriots, and a model of
a European castle built by 
German soldiers during 
World War 1.

Hachijo Rock Mountain
This is the oldest mountain in Himeji, formed by rising from the
seabed about 150 million years ago, it is 172.9m above sea level. 
You can see the whole of Himeji city below. Harima Fudoki 
“The legend of Mt. Hachijo Rock Mountain and the fourteen hills”
The son of Onamuchi-no-mikoto, Hoakari-no-mikoto,was mischie
vous, so the father, troubled by his son’s mischievous behavior, 
decided to abandon him and, when the docked his boat at
Mt. Itate, sent his son out to fetch water, but before he returned, 
the ship had already set sail. When the son returned, he was 
extremely angry, and caused trouble, blocking his way, so the 
cargo from the boat fell to the ground and became 14 hills.

Takaoka Shrine
It is listed in the Engishiki and has been worship
ed since ancient time as “5 no Miya” in Harima
Province . It is one of the oldest shrine in Japan, 
highly respected by the Imperial family, provinci
al governors, feudal lords, and military comman
ders, and has a long distinguished history. 
One day, a local person picked up some slams
on the rock and was blessed with good fortune
and a long life, so the giant sacred rock is called 
Hamaguri Rock. There is a depression at the
top of the huge rock, and according to myth, 
this water always fills with sacred water throug
hout the four seasons, and that this water 
ebbs and flows with the tides.

Amidaji Temple
The former chief monk,Rev.Kaishun Nagai,transformed the dreary temple into a beauti
ful garden, now known as Amidaji Forest. The Mandala Garden was named by the con
temporary master Kaiken Nagai. Stone monument handwritten by the 253rd Tendai 
abbot, Etai Yamada etc. Emperor Kazan/Emperor Godaigo, Monument at parking lot.
This is the site of the mansion where Emperor Kazan and Emperor Godaigo parked
their chariots when they visited Mt. Shosha. The Banshu Shoshazan Ikken-ki records 
that there was a platform surrounded by four intersections, called Kuruma-Yashiki, 
and that there was a platform surroundedby wooden cages on all four sides.
